(contact details in 11. Contact Information) before July 10, 2009.
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Exhibit Delivery:
All exhibits must be transported by air before August 15, 2009, and
inform Ms. MU Guanghong.

9. Packaging and Delivery of the Exhibits

With a packing list inside, each packaging carton for the exhibits should
be marked with an ID number and the title “Exhibits for Asia-Europe
Culture and Arts Festival”. After delivery, the 1) Airway Bill, 2) a copy
of the Packing List (another copy is enclosed in the packaging carton),
3) and the Invoice for Custom Purpose should either be posted via
express mail to the above address or be scanned as a PDF file and
emailed to Ms. MU Guanghong.

10. Shipping Costs

The exhibiting countries must finance their own delivery and transport.
The exhibition committee is responsible for the costs of site rental,
exhibition mounting and promotion only. After the exhibition, the
exhibitors may choose to donate the exhibits to the National Library of
China or to the libraries of China’s major universities. Alternatively,
they may require that the exhibits be returned to the return receipt
(Appendix). If the exhibits are returned to the exhibitor, the cost for
returning the items will be covered by the Exhibition Committee.
