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1. Background

The first ASEM Interfaith Dialogue took place in Bali last July, jointly hosted by
Indonesia and the United Kingdom. Under the overall theme of “Unity in Diversity:
Building Interfaith Harmony within the International Community”, religious and political
leaders, academics and intellectuals from Asia and Europe discussed issues such as the
role of education, culture, society and the media in promoting interfaith harmony. They
reached several conclusions, among which that peace, justice, compassion and tolerance
are keys to building harmony within the international community and suggested measures
towards promoting these goals.

The recent crisis in interfaith and intercultural relations, spurred by the controversy
surrounding the publication of drawings depicting the Prophet Mohammed, further
accentuates the need for continued dialogue to improve our understanding of the
historical, religious and cultural experiences of one another.

Cyprus, together with Malaysia, is hosting the second ASEM Interfaith Dialogue in
Larnaca, from 3-5 July 2006. We hope the ASEM Interfaith Dialogue will become an
annual event, which will contribute substantially to the building of solid and sustainable
bridges of dialogue and cooperation between people of different faiths, within ASEM and
the world in general. The record number of co-sponsors for an ASEM event is tangible
proof of the importance that all ASEM Member-States attach to this event.

2. Objectives

Following on from Bali, the second ASEM Interfaith Dialogue will deal with the issue of
“Interfaith understanding and cooperation for a peaceful world”. Three parallel working
groups will discuss practical ways of achieving Interfaith Understanding, the ever-topical
subject of Media and the role of Religion in Multiethnic Societies.

The Larnaca Dialogue should take stock of the conclusions of Bali and progress made
towards implementation of the first Dialogue’s recommendations. Best practices should
be discussed and evaluated vis-a-vis the current international environment, with a view to
disseminating them amongst partners.

Building on what has been achieved since last year, we should now aim to take things one
step further. The objective should be to identify ways in which people of different faiths
in our two regions can move from harmony and understanding, through a solid and
permanent dialogue, to fruitful and substantial cooperation, rather than mere side-by-side
coexistence. Long-lasting cooperation can, in turn, be a major contributor to global peace.

3. Dates and Venue
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Date

The second ASEM Interfaith Dialogue will take place from 3 to 5 July 2006. The dates
were chosen to demonstrate an annual continuity from the Bali IFD, which was held in
July 2005. Furthermore, the timing allows for the results of the Larnaca Dialogue to be
taken into account and reflected in the final documents of the ASEM VI Summit in
September.

Venue

The venue for the second ASEM IFD will be the Golden Bay Hotel, in the city of
Larnaca, on the south-east coast of Cyprus. The hotel lies in close proximity to the
country’s main international airport. Another adjacent hotel will provide further
accommodation options for delegates (please refer to Section 7 for details).

4. Format, Theme and Tentative Programme

Format

The Larnaca Dialogue will follow the general format established in Bali. After the
Opening Session, there will be a Plenary Panel Discussion, followed by three parallel
Working Groups to discuss specific themes. After the conclusion of deliberations, the
heads of each Working Group will report their respective results in a final Plenary
Session. A Closing Session will in turn consider and adopt the Larnaca Declaration,
followed by a final Press Conference.

Each Working Group will have three panellists, one of whom will simultaneously act as
moderator of the Group. The Plenary Panel Discussion will be presided over by one
moderator, joined by six panellists.

Participants and media representatives covering the Dialogue will also have the
opportunity to participate in an excursion prior to the official opening of the Dialogue
and a short visit to religious sites after its formal conclusion.

Theme
The overall theme of the Larnaca Dialogue will be “Interfaith understanding and
cooperation for a peaceful world”.

The three parallel working groups will deal with the following issues:
1. Interfaith Understanding

2. Role of Media in Promoting Interfaith Dialogue

3. Religion and Multiethnic Societies

The first Working Group will elaborate on practical steps to achieve interfaith
understanding within societies and in a regional context, also taking into account
development efforts and globalisation.
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Given the central role of media in shaping public opinion, the second Working Group will
examine issues relating to freedom of expression and respect of religious beliefs,
personalities and symbols and a positive projection of the role of religions.

The third Working Group will deal with issues relating to the role of religion in
multicultural, multiethnic societies. It will examine the elements required in developing a
positive culture in such societies and fostering integration.

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5. Participants

Participation

The second ASEM IFD’s sixteen Moderators and Panellists will be proposed by the
Dialogue’s co-sponsor, following the principle of equitable representation between the
European and Asian sides. Cyprus is coordinating the selection of the European
panellists, whilst Malaysia is doing the same for the Asian side.

6. Expenses

As host country of the second ASEM IFD, Cyprus will cover the following expenses:

I Organising and administrative costs for the meeting (conference facilities, stationery,
printing of all necessary material etc);

I Catering for the event, 1.e. all luncheons and dinners, as specified in the programme;
